Genesis 34:1-35:15

Jacob and Esau had reconciled, and both were in the land of Canaan. Jacob had settled near
Shechem and Esau was in Seir. Because Jacob had returned safely, just as the LORD had
promised, he setup an altar and called it El Elohe Israel, God the God of Israel (referring to
Jacob’s new name). With this personal relationship of Jacob and God, one would hope that
Jacob would now fully rely on his LORD.
